Car Riders in the Afternoon

Intermediate Pick-UP Line

NEED to see the placard number

Primary Pick Up Line

Continue entering through the track parking lot and looping around. Cars will remain in the
right hand lane and turn right to pick up their Primary student(s) only or BOTH Primary and
Intermediate student(s). Please be aware that there will be two car rider lines and the rest
will proceed as normal.
